SATORI is a professional chamber music ensemble, based in the Lehigh Valley, PA. We regularly offer a series of formal concerts, utilizing our roster of 14-15 musicians. SATORI also performs for private events with smaller, "cameo" ensembles. For a wedding, we recommend a trio (flute, violin, cello) or even a quartet (flute. violin, viola, cello). An excellent duo of flute and classical guitar, known as Two Part Invention . We've found that using the flute adds a lovely sound to the string blend, and provides something a little more special than the traditional string quartet. In general, we have found that soloists and singers prefer keyboard or their own accompaniment, so do not recommend you ask SATORI to accompany any vocalists.
SATORI's wedding music is all classical, and can include very traditional wedding selections as well as less well known classical pieces. For a wedding, SATORI can provide prelude selections, processional(s) for bridal party and bride, incidental music for the ceremony if desired (lighting a unity candle, passing the peace, flowers for family, etc.), and a recessional. If music is required for specific parts of the service (Mass parts, sung responses, etc.), we recommend that you make those arrangements with the religious organization's music director, organist, or pianist, as we are not aware of the specific details of each service. It is not necessary for the musicians to attend the wedding rehearsal.
If you are planning an outside ceremony, please be aware that our instruments cannot be exposed to the elements and arrangements must be made to protect them. Direct sun, rain or any other moisture, and extremes of temperature are all dangerous to them. While we are happy to perform at an outside ceremony, we do require a covered space. A porch, awning, tent, canopy, etc. are all fine, but just a shady spot is not sufficient. Temperatures below 65 F are also treacherous for the instruments, and can split the wood. When the temperature drops, we can no longer perform outside.

We  also can perform music for the cocktail hour or reception, Receptions and other events lasting three hours or longer will require special pricing.
